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Abstract

1. Higher Education in Iraq started in 1940 dependent on the British model with:

2. High Teacher's Center (later called Education College) 

3. Kingdom College of Medicine

          These two colleges were the basis of the higher education system and it adopted very high standards from the British system and continued very strongly and established the University of Baghdad in 1957.  During the 1960s five more Universities were established: the University of Technology, Al-Mustansiry, a university in Baghdad, as well as universities in Basra, Mosul and Sulamaniah. The further development of higher education in Iraq was characterized by establishment of technical institutes reflecting the establishable demand for qualified technical personnel created by the flourishing oil industry.

         The planners of higher education were hoping to move toward a flexible system which could be integrated with the national systems but the governments after 1958 tried to push the general Iraqi policy toward the socialist system and that resulted in a highly centralized system especially after 1968 and the coming of the Al-Baathes government.   This policy put very high limitations in front of any attempt to establish private education.

        In basic education (primary or secondary level) there are no provate education institutes at all. And all primary and secondary schools in Iraq are sponsored by the government.  In higher education private education started in 1988.

        The paper presents a vision of private education in Iraq taking the Al-Yarmook University college as a model.

Analysis and evaluation of Al-Yarmook college action: 

· The Administration & The Arrangement  
    Firstly: Departments of the faculty

· Through viewing the departments of the faculty, we will find that all these departments are for subjects used permanently in the society. So no important scientific department is included.

Secondly:  The type of administration is by contract with the employees and the teachers on a temporary basis, so only twelve teachers are working full time, and the rest of the employees are working one day or two days in the week, a situation which affects the level of action in the faculty.

· Curriculum:

· The curriculums of this faculty are the same as those in the government colleges.

· The curriculum of the Arabic Language dept. is the same as the curriculum which is given in the Arabic language dept. in the college of education / university of Diyala.

· The curriculum of the English language dept. is the same as the curriculum which is given in the English language dept. in the college of education / university of Diyala.

· The curriculum of the Law dept. is the same as the curriculum which is given in the Law college/ University of Diyala .

So by this way, the faculty has been a routine copier of the government college and sometimes the same teachers who teach the same subject in the government colleges also teach it in Al-Yarmook College. And for that we can say that there is not a private plan which can be used in arranging the curriculum.    

· Finance: 

The college depends on the fees for study which it taken from the students, and these fees are the principal revenue for the finance of this college, and there‘s no other revenue for the finance of this college, and since there is no other revenue and the number of students has been about 150, the college was a failure.

· The scientific research :

     There’s no finance from the budget for scientific research, therefore scientific research is not used as revenue for the finances. The student can join the college with an average grade of 50 or higher, while the student can join the College of Education with an average of 75 and up.   In this way we can see that the entries to Al-Yarmook College are at a lower level than the entries to the College of Education.  We can say that the students who do not qualify for admission to the governmental colleges, go to private faculties, and that is what causes the exits from these faculties.         
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
