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Abstract
Accreditation of academic institutions and programs has existed for many years.

More recently, institutions of higher education have begun using various forms of

quality evaluation and assessment to ensure / control quality. In many cases, this

was in response to demands by stakeholders in higher education for accountability

and transparency.

A major goal of periodic and systematic quality evaluation is to develop a culture

of continuous quality improvement. To achieve this, it is necessary for the evaluated unit to conduct an honest and critical self-evaluation. However, the demand for quality evaluation is frequently accompanied by a request for quality rankings, and the introduction of rankings may jeopardize the integrity of the self-evaluation process.

This presentation discusses some of the pros and cons of rankings in higher education and their impact on the evaluation of academic quality. Specific illustrations are based on the Israeli case.
